1. Eligibility 
 

1.1. Participation is open to all from any drumlines in Malaysia and abroad (International) 
 

1.2. Division 
 

1.2.1. Scholastic A Division 
1.2.1.1. Performer MUST be registered to the educational institution/school 
1.2.1.2. Range from Primary 1 – Form 6 (age between 7 – 19 years of age) 
1.2.1.3. Year of birth range from 2005 – 2017 
1.2.1.4. No Professional Musicians allowed (except conductor) 

 

1.2.2. Scholastic B Division 
1.2.2.1. Performer MUST be registered to the educational institution/school 
1.2.2.2. Range from Primary 1 – Primary 6 (age between 7 – 12 years of age) 
1.2.2.3. Year of birth range from 2012 – 2017 
1.2.2.4. No Professional Musicians allowed (except conductor) 

 

1.2.3. Festival Division 
1.2.3.1. No age limits 
1.2.3.2. Professional Musicians allowed 

 

1.2.4. No specific International Division for Drum Battle; All International Drumlines 
participating in Drum Battle Category will be assigned under Scholastic A Division, 
Scholastic B Division, or Festival Division 

 

1.2.5. In the event that only ONE (1) Drumline is registered in a specific Division, the Drum 
Battle Competition for that particular class will be re-categorised as Ensemble 
Competition – Marching Percussion and the rules and regulations for Ensemble 
Competition will be used for the competition 

 

1.3. For Drum Battle Category, ONE (1) Performer may only participate in ONE (1) Group per Division 
1.3.1. I.e., a Performer may only perform with ONE (1) Drumline in Scholastic A Division; at 

the same time, the Performer may also perform with ONE (1) Drumline in Festival 
Division 

 

1.4. Drum Battle Competition criterion for all Divisions as below (Drumlines will be classified based on 
the oldest performer):

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2. Instruments & Unauthorised Equipment 
 

2.1. All typical Marching Percussion instruments (Snare Drum, Tenor Drum, Bass Drum, Cymbals) are 
allowed in the Drum Battle Category 

 

2.2. Not allowed: 
 

2.2.1. Any pyrotechnics: fireworks and combustible material 
2.2.2. Confetti, flour, pressurised canisters, animal, and others that may deem unsafe 

and/or may damage performance area 
 
 
3. Competition Format 

 

3.1. Every Group required to perform ONE (1) Cadence for Ranking Round 
 

3.2. One (1) Judge will provide Educational Feedback immediately after Ranking Round Performance 
 

3.3. All Groups are assigned into Knockout Round based on the ranking from the Ranking Round 
 

3.4. THREE (3) Judges will judge both Ranking Round and Knockout Round  
 

3.5. Each Judge will vote for the winning team after each Battle in the Knockout Round

7. Penalties 

 

7.1. Timing 
7.1.1. Overtime: One tenth of a point (0.10) will be deducted from TOTAL SCORE for every 5 

seconds block of overtime (applicable for Field & Performance Time) 
7.1.2. Undertime: One tenth of a point (0.10) will be deducted from TOTAL SCORE for every 

5 seconds block of undertime (applicable for Performance Time only) 
 

7.2. Number of Performers 
7.2.1. Overlimit: Five tenth of a point (0.5) will be deducted from TOTAL SCORE for every one 

(1) more Performer on stage (not including conductor) 
7.2.2. Underlimit: Five tenth of a point (0.5) will be deducted from TOTAL SCORE for every 

one (1) less Performer on stage (not including conductor) 
 

7.3. Division 
7.3.1. Reclassification of Division will be done if found that bands did not register in the 

correct Division 
7.3.2. If reclassification is not possible, band may perform as an Exhibition and receive 

Commentaries only 
7.3.3. If all possible solutions are exhausted without any result, a disqualification may occur 

as the last resort 
 

7.4. Others 
7.4.1. Any other Penalties unspecified in this document will be done based on Festival 

Director’s and/or Chief Judge’s discretion in relation to the severity of the rule violation 
 

7.5. Appeal 
7.5.1. Any Penalties imposed by Festival Director and/or Chief Judge are final and no appeal
